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Students and young researchers will often be required to present
their research at international conferences. Since the working
language of most international meetings is English, it is essential
that students be able to communicate their work clearly and
concisely.

In this talk we will discuss how to prepare and deliver a scientific
presentation in the English language. Topics include: preparation of
slides, how to express yourself concisely and accurately, how to
introduce and progress through your talk, and how to describe
graphs and images.
